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What is a Total Solar Eclipse and Why is it Important?
A total solar eclipse occurs when the moon passes between the sun and earth,
completely blocking the face of the sun. The sky will darken as if it were dawn or dusk.

e On average, a total solar eclipse occurs every 1.5 years, but of those, the lower 48 states
have only experienced a total solar eclipse 21 times.
